New Delhi: The second round of Xxx National Racing Championship 2003 at the 
Sriperumbedur Race Track near Chennai witnessed some dramatic pulsating 
action right from the start. J.D. Madan not to be outdone by Ayub’s commanding 
performance in the first round started the proceedings by clinching the top step of the 
podium in the very first race of the 2nd Round of the Xxx National Racing Championship. 
Ayub Khan made a strong comeback and showed his talent to the fullest, winning the 
second race of the Saloon Class. The Championship is being organized under the 
aegis of The Federation of Motor Sports Clubs of India and organized by Madras 
Motor Sport Club (MMSC) and is being presented by MARUTI SUZUKI. 
 
The Formula Maruti Class witnessed some very inspiring driving and lots of jockeying for 
positions.  Riding on the back of some excellent driving and good luck, Formula Asia 
driver Sarosh Hataria took the top podium position in the first race only to be ousted of 
that position by Gaurav Dalal who put in a stupendous performance for the second race 
of the day. With a total of as many as 19 entries, the Formula Maruti Category vindicated 
the organizers and sponsors commitment that this category is the breeding ground for 
racing talent in the country.

Race 1 in the Esteem category saw a grid line up with 15 cars for the start of the race 
and Ayub Khan taking pole position in the qualifying laps held on Saturday, 1 November. 
This ten-lap race was a thriller right from the start. J.D. Madan who in second place 
drove brilliantly to overtake Ayub and end his dominance in the early stages of the 
championship, completed the race in a neck and neck finish with Ayub. K. Hari starting 
from the 5th position on the grid put in an admirable performance to edge out B. Vijay 
Kumar to finish in 3rd position. Anil Wadia was declared as the winner for the Novice 
category and the fastest lap of this race went to Ayub who put in a time of 1:17.956 
seconds.
