2.4  
RIGHTS & OBLIGATIONS OF THE ORGANISERS
2.4.1  The organisers may issue any bulletin to participants at any time. Written bulletins when issued shall be signed by each participant as proof of receipt and shall have the same legal force as these supplementary regulations. All bulletins will be communicated, dated and sequentially numbered. These bulletins shall have the force (and will constitute an integral part) of these regulations and will be posted at Meet HQ. As far as possible the bulletins shall be brought to the notice of the individual participant. However, it is the responsibility of the participant to acquaint themselves with the bulletins posted at the official notice boards.

2.4.2
ALTERATION OF THE SUPPLEMENTARY REGULATIONS

No alteration shall be made to the Supplementary Regulations after commencement of the period for receiving entries unless:

i)  The FMSCI and all Competitors already entered voluntarily agree to the alteration, or 

ii)  The Stewards of the Meeting so decide for reasons of safety or force majeure (see Rule 131 xii, 38).

iii)  No document, including Final Supplementary Regulations, relating to the provisions contained in the Supplementary Regulations shall be issued or published without the approval of the FMSCI.

2.4.3  The Stewards of the meet are empowered to take a decision on any case not covered by the present regulations.

2.4.4  The organisers may at their discretion abandon, cancel or postpone the meet, in case of unforeseen circumstances.

2.4.5  The organisers and/or the Clerk of the Course reserve the right to delete and/or change any part of the route should they deem it necessary or expedient at any time or due to FORCE MAJEURE or for any other reason.

2.4.6  The organisers reserve the right to refuse entry of any participant without having to give reasons for their refusal.
2.4.7  The organisers and/or the Clerk of the Course may appoint Judges of Fact. 
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ARTICLE 3
GENERAL CONDITIONS

3.1  GENERALITIES:

3.1.1  Status: This is an Open Event.

3.1.2  The interpretations of these regulations and decision regarding any unforeseen circumstances shall rest with the stewards of the meet.

3.1.3  The FMSCI permit Number is :

3.1.4  This event is Navigational Rally running on a TSD, non-cumulative format with the maximum average speed of 45kmph.
3.2  ROUTE 

3.2.1  Gulf Foster A Child Rally will run in and around the city of Mumbai
3.2.2  Approximate distance of the rally will be 80kms

3.3

ENTRANT’S ELIGIBILITY

3.3.1  Any person / legal entity may enter this meet:

3.3.2  Every driver should be a holder of a currently valid driving licence. It is not mandatory for the crew members in the car to have a driving licence, provided they do not drive. 

3.3.3  Each motor car’s crew will be made up of a driver, navigator and minimum one child plus one orphan child. 

3.3.4  Every Vehicle must have one orphan child in the vehicle allotted by the organisers.

3.4  MOTOR CARS - ELIGIBILITY :

3.4.1  Any  Indian make car will be allowed in this rally. There are no classes for this event. 

3.4.2  Any type of fuel is permitted provided it complies with article 3.3 page 15 of NCR Volume II effective 1st July 2002.
3.5  ENTRIES
3.5.1  Entries may be made forthwith but must be in the hands of the organisers with the appropriate entry fees not later than 13:00hrs on the 12th November 2003.
3.5.2  Entry forms which are not complete, except as permitted by these regulations or which are not accompanied with the appropriate fee may be rejected.

3.5.3  No amendments may be made to the entry form, which has been submitted, except in the cases provided for in the present regulations.

3.5.4  By the very fact of signing the entry form, the entrant as well as the driver and crew submit and bind themselves to resort only to the NCR and to the Jurisdiction specified in the NCR and the prescriptions of these regulations.

3.5.5  An entry may be submitted by courier provided it is received before the time mentioned for closure of entries.

3.5.6  An entry form which contains false and/or incorrect statements shall be deemed null and void and the entrant may be deemed guilty of breach of THE NCR of the FMSCI and these regulations and the entry fee may be forfeited and the entrant excluded from the meet.

3.6  ENTRY FEES
3.6.1  Entry fees will be Rs. 1000/- per vehicle. Out of this 50% will be used for orphanage.
Since this event is a charity event, FMSCI has given a waiver for FMSCI licence.



Entry fee includes:
            Breakfast at the start, lunch at prize distribution at the finish venue for three per car and for orphan     child

Lunch will be served from 12.30 p.m. to 14.00 p.m. on Sunday at the finish.
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3.6.3  All remittances must be payable to Sportscraft and all bank drafts, cheque crossed as A/C Payee only. The organisers reserve the right not to accept any cheque. Entry fee can also be paid in cash.

3.6.4  Entry fee will be refunded by the organisers only in the following circumstances.

1. If entry is not accepted.

2. If a reserved entry is not permitted, to take part in the event.

3. If the rally is cancelled.

3.7  DETAILS OF THE MEET

3.7.1  A maximum of 70 vehicles will be accepted on first cum first serve bases. However Organisers reserve the right to increase these number.
3.8  STARTING ORDER
3.8.1           
The starting order will be by Public Ballot as per the programme.

3.8.2  Vehicles will start at one-minute intervals.
ARTICLE 4
ENTRANTS OBLIGATIONS

4.1  Vehicle documents

4.1.1  Every crew member who intends to drive should be holder of a currently valid driving licence.

4.1.2  Driving licence, registration valid insurance and taxation book of the vehicle must be produced for inspection to the Secretary of the Meet before Thursday 13th 15:00 hrs.
4.1.3  A letter of authorisation for use of the vehicle must be produced from the entrant in case the entrant is not a member of the crew.

4.1.4  If the entrant is not the competitor, the first driver nominated on the entry form shall be deemed to be his agent, whenever an entrant or competitor is referred to in these regulations, this shall also mean the agents, if appropriate.

4.1.5  The Clerk of the Course or his nominated officials with the concurrence of the Stewards will exclude a competitor who is deemed unfit for reasons of health or consumption of alcohol or drugs.

4.2  VEHICLE AND EQUIPMENT

In the case of ‘Force Majeure’ a change of vehicle may be accepted upto Thursday 13th November at 1500hrs. Provided an application is made in writing with a FULL EXPLANATION OF THE CIRCUMSTANCES to organisers. Each and every such change will be at the sole discretion of the organisers with concurrence of the Stewards whose decision must be obtained in writing and will be subject to the payment of Rs.200 only.

4.2.2  VEHICLE COMPETING UNDER THE NCR
                All vehicles must conform to the Regulations laid down by the FMSCI. It is mandatory  that  :

1. Front two seat belts must be worn and fastened securely throughout the rally. Any infringement will entail a penalty of 50 minutes per infringement. It may even lead to exclusion for repeated offences.
2. Brake lights, headlights, indicators, horn and wipers should be in working order. If any of these are missing and/or are not functioning, you may not be allowed to start.
3. All the four tyres and the spare tyre should be in good condition.
4. No wireless, radio, CBs, mobile, pager etc. for communication are permitted. Any communicational equipment found on board or competing person would lead to Exclusion.

4.2.3  IT IS HIGHLY RECOMMENDED THAT ALL COMPETING CARS
2.  Carry two red reflecting ‘Danger’ Triangles in the car.

3.  Be equipped with mud flaps at the rear of the driving and wheels. Such mud flaps to be of very stout material atleast 5 mm thick and 20mm wide and fitted in such a manner as to completely mask the tyre when viewed from behind the car, the lower edge not be more than 8cms from the ground. Where exhaust system interfere with mud flaps, holes may be cut to allow passage of exhaust pipes.
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4.  Carry an adequate First Aid Kit.
5.  Please note that helmets are highly recommended
6.  All participants must have seat belts.
ARTICLE 5
RESULTS
5.1  Provisional results will be put up at the finish venue on Sunday 16th November at 17.00hrs
ARTICLE 6
ACQUAINTANCE AND SUBMISSION TO RULES :
6.1  Each person, body, group of person, shall by and upon entering for competition, lodging any appeal to the FMSCI set up under the NCR of the FMSCI, will be deemed to have:

a)  Made themselves acquainted with and unconditionally accepted the provisions of the NCR of the FMSCI

b)  Submitted themselves without reserve to the consequences resulting from these rules and any subsequent alterations thereof 

c)  Renounced, under pain of disqualification, the right to have recourse without the written consent of the FMSCI to any arbitrator or tribunal not provided for in the NCR. All competitors, entrants must also expressly agree and undertake not to agitate, or seek the direction of a court of law, except in the manner provided for by the NCR of the FMSCI on any matter or question directly concerning or relating to meet, commencing from the submission of entries upto the conclusion of the event, declaration and distribution of prizes and including any difference in time registered by different time-keeping devices. 


These are the conditions precedent, attached to the submission of entries and taking part in the Meet and all participants in the Meet shall be bound by them and also the Rules and Regulations herein after set out or amendments made there to.

ARTICLE 7
NON LIABILITY OF AND INDEMNITY TO THE ORGANISERS
7.1  NONLIABILITY 
a) The organisers decline liability for any act or omission resulting in any loss, damage, injury or accident caused by or to the participants and/or to their vehicle and/or the person or property of a third party either before, during or after the Event.  The sponsors, organisers, the FMSCI and the Govt. of India also decline any liability for breach of the Laws Regulations of India, Competitors shall be held entirely responsible for any accident or breach of the Laws in which they may be involved and shall declare to the organisers particular of any incident from which liability may arise and shall indemnify the sponsors, organisers, the FMSCI and the Govt. of India in regard to any liability. An entrant, driver, competitors, participant, crew members, agent shall have no claim against the sponsors, organisers, the FMSCI and the Govt. of India arising out of any action of the organisers their servants or agents or officials during the rally.

DECLARATION  AND  INSURANCE 

All competitors must sign the indemnity and declaration, which are printed on the reverse of the entry form which are: 



    a)                 I have read the regulations issued for this event and agree to be bound by them.  In consideration of the acceptance of the entry of this scooter I agree to save harmless and keep indemnified the Government of India , the FMSCI, Sponsors and their officials, agents, representatives, employees and all persons assisting  them in this event and all owners and tenants of private property traversed from and against all actions, claims, costs, expenses and demands in respect of death or injury to myself or any other person or persons or loss or damage to any property including the scooter concerned  in this event or otherwise howsoever and notwithstanding that the same may have been contributed to or occasioned by the negligence of Sportscraft and their officials, agents, representatives, employees and all persons assisting them in this event.
                          The indemnity shall be binding on my heirs, executors, administrator and legal representatives.

b)              I declare that the driver possess the standard of Competence necessary for an event  of this type to           which this entry relates, also that the scooter entered is suitable  and road worthy for the event.  I agree and undertake to abide by the rules and regulations framed for this event including the conditions precedent set out therein and all other Rules and Regulations, which may hereinafter be framed.
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                        Important:  Any indemnity and/or declaration as prescribed by the paragraph above if signed by a          person under the age of 18 years, shall be countersigned by that person’s parent or guardian whose full name and address shall be given.

Failure to do so will result in the competitor not being allowed to start.
     c)                  The insurance of each competing vehicle against third party risk is compulsory as per the law in India and must be obtained by the competitor. Proof will be required prior to the closing of entries.  
d) It is not compulsory for competitors to be insured for personal accident insurance.   

Participants is particularly drawn to the fact that normal insurance policy issued in India does not provide cover for rallying. Special rally insurance is required & it has to be shown to the secretary of the meet before 13th November 2003.
e)             Under the laws of India any accident out of which a claim may arise should be reported                                                   to the nearest police station
f) Under NO circumstances will any competitor, crew member, marshal or official admit  any liability or       sign any form or paper which may admit or indicate liability of the organisers in any accident or incident which may arise.

ARTICLE 7A
BRIEFING MEETING 


Participants briefing meeting will be held on Saturday 15th November 2003 at 15:30hrs.

ARTICLE 8
COMPETITION NUMBERS
8.1  Four competition number stickers will be supplied by the organisers. Competitor numbers will be same as starting order.

8.2  During the event any compition number sticker is missing a penalty of Rs. 250 will be imposed, subject however that any car must at all times have at least one sticker. If no sticker are displayed then the Stewards may impose panelties upto exclusion.

ARTICLE 9
TIME CARD
9.1  A Time Card will be issued to each competing crew at the start of the rally. Responsibility for the Card rests solely with the Crew until it is handed back to an official or marshal of the rally.


In the Time Card, following details will be given:

a)  Competition number

b)  

Name of entrant, driver and crew members

c)  Make of  vehicle

d)  Starting time.

9.2.1  At every control, the crew must ensure that the time card is signed by the Marshal and further more (except at Passage Control) that time at which their Time Card is handed to an official is entered thereon.

9.2.2  Competitors are themselves responsible for the presentation & collection of the Time Card at the various controls and for the accuracy of the entries in the Time Card. The time card must remain on board the car for the duration of the event must be presented personally by a member of the crew at all the control points.

9.2.3  Officials are permitted to modify an entry which they have made but in such case they must score out the original entry and replace it by a completely new one, which must be reauth-enticated, by a further signature. Any entry which appears to have been tampered with may be deemed not to have been made and may result in exclusion for the competitor.

9.2.4  A competitor losing time card or not having it completely and correctly filled in will be excluded.

9.2.5  The time card is the property of the organisers and upon retirement for any reason whatsoever MUST be returned to the organisers without delay.

9.2.6              At every control, the crew must ensure that the time is also entered in the Marshal’s  register. This must    be signed by a crewmember.

9.2.7  The onus of ensuring that the correct time is entered rests solely on the competitor.
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9.2.8 In case of difference in time noted on the time card, and the marshal’s register, the time as noted on the Marshal’s Register is final.
9.2.9 At certain time controls along the route the time card and route chart will be replaced with new time card and route chart. Hence remaining tulips and the speeds in the older route charts stands cancelled.
ARTICLE 10
ROUTE CHART
10.1.1  Each competitor will be issued a Route Chart two minutes before starting time.

10.1.2  The route chart will detail the Route to be followed during the rally. It will also give the average speeds to be maintained.

ARTICLE 11
INFRINGMENT
a)

Traffic laws and speed limits must be strictly observed

b)  The laws in India require that anyone involved in a noticeable accident must stop and report it to the nearest police station without delay. If involved competitors MUST comply. Competitors arriving on the scene of an accident should:

1. If it is at all serious, be morally obliged to give help but in any case report the accident to the next        control.

2. If it is not serious, decide whether or not to give help but in any case report the accident to the next control.  

ARTICLE 12
ADVERTISING
12.1  Competitors are allowed to affix any kind of advertising to their cars provided that :

1.  It is authorised by the National Laws.

2.  It is not likely to give offence.

3.  It does not encroach on the sites reserved for competition numbers and the four stickers mentioned in Art.1.2.3 of these regulations.

4.  It does not interfere with the crew’s vision through any window.

5.  The front doors shall be left free of advertising other than that provided by the organisers.

6.  Advertisement of other car manufacturers will not be permitted.

12.2  Any non-conforming vehicle shall not be allowed to start.

12.3  The organisers advertising is as follows :-

a)  Four competition numbers stickers to be affixed one each on the two front doors, bonnet and boot.

b)  Apart from the competition numbers four stickers, one to be placed on top of the front windscreen & the others will have to be affixed on the front fenders and at the back.
12.4

Advertisements of other oil company then the sponsers is not permitted.

ARTICLE 13
COMPETITORS CONDUCT
a)  Competitors must at all times observe the Traffic Laws of India and must drive and conduct themselves in a manner which does not endanger other road users or bring the sport into disrepute or arouse any adverse public opinion. Any competitor who is found to have behaved in contravention of this paragraph may at the sole discretion of the Stewards be excluded or be liable to pay a fine of a sum not exceeding RS. 500/-

b)  All competitors must allow a competing vehicle that wishes to overtake to do so. Any competing vehicle behind, and signalling its wish to overtake must be waved on even if means slowing down or halting to allow this. Infringement of this article will be reported to the Stewards of the Meeting who are empowered to impose a penalty ranging from 1 minute unto maximum of 30 minutes for each infringement or to exclude the competitor.

c)  Competitors are forbidden under pain of exclusion to behave in an unsporting manner.

ARTICLE 14
EVENT
14.1  GENERAL PRESCRIPTION
a)  Repairs and refuelling are freely permitted throughout the event, except where expressly forbidden by these regulations or any bulletins.
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b)  Competitors, team managers, service crew personnel, must at all times obey the instructions of Rally officials. For any infringement of this article the Organisers may at their sole discretion levy a fine for each infringement or with the permission of the Stewards exclude the concerned competitor..

d)  No vehicle may be moved other than by its own power by a competitor except:

1.  By a ferry

2.  By outside means for the minimum distance necessary to extricate it from difficulty and place it backs on the road.

3.  By gravity

4.  By its own crew

5.  Special gadgets for measuring distances, such as a Halda, twin master rally computer MOBILE PHONES etc. are not permitted.


ANY INFRINGEMENT MAY ENTAIL EXCLUSION

14.2  FINISHER

1.  Check in control within maximum permitted lateness as stated in these regulations and from the direction as set by the organisers.

2.  Pass the finishing line

3.  Pay all the fines as defined.

ARTICLE 15
CONTROL GENERALITIES
15.1.1  All time controls and passage controls will be identified by means of a banner tied either on the rear windshield of a car or displayed prominently.

15.1.2  If through unavoidable circumstances, a time or passage control does not exist or is not operative, crews must continue along the official route. For time controls, the time due at the next time control will be calculated by adding the times allowed for the section concerned.
15.2  It is strictly forbidden under pain of penalties see Art. 16.1.9 a) to enter a control area in any direction other than that of the rally b) to re-cross or re-enter a control area once checking-in has taken place at this control.

15.3  Control posts shall be ready to function 30 minutes before the target time for the passage  of the first car. Unless the Clerk of the Course decides otherwise, they will cease to operate 15 minutes after the target time for the last car, plus permitted lateness.
15.4  Crews are obliged to follow the instructions of the marshal at any control post. Failure to observe this may lead to exclusion from the event at the discretion of the Stewards of the Meet.

15.5  The competitors failing to report for the start will be penalised 1-minute penalty for every minute late to the maximum of 10 minutes after which they may not be permitted to start.

ARTICLE 16
TIME CONTROL - PASSGE CONTROL - EXCLUSION

A.  TIME CONTROLS
16.1.1  The time recorded will be the Time, the Time Card is handed over.

16.1.2  The time will also be entered on the Marshal’s Register, which must be signed by the competitors. In case of any difference in the time recorded on the Marshal’s sheet and the Time Card, the time recorded on the Marshal’s Register is final.

16.1.3  It is the sole responsibility of the competitor to ensure that the time entered on the Marshal’s Register is correct.

16.1.4  Time will be recorded to the previous whole minute i.e. 08 hours 30 minutes 0 seconds; 08 hours 30 minutes 59 seconds will both be recorded as 08 hours 30 minutes.

16.1.5  The Time recorded constituting the finished time will be the starting time for the next section.

16.1.6  The penalty for late arrival at the time control will be one penalty minute per minute late.

16.1.7  The penalty for early arrival at the time control will be three penalty minutes per minute early.

16.1.8  Stopping or reversing in sight of a marshal will entail a penalty of 50 minutes per occurrence.
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16.1.9  Missing of upto two controls will attract a penalty of 150 minutes per control. However missing more than two controls will entail exclusion from the event. These penalty points will not count towards maximum permitted lateness.

16.1.9 a)       Competitors must report at every control in the order and direction in which they have been scheduled by    the organisers. Any infringement will entail penalties. Checking into a control in a non-sequential order will be treated as missing a control and will thus attract a penalty of a 150 minutes per occurrence.



NOTE

a.  As per the rules of missing a control if the above-mentioned errors, occur more than twice it would entail exclusion.

b.  In case of missing a control as envisaged above the ideal time for the next control will be calculated by adding the time / times of the control missed e.g. control 4 to 5 ideal time 20 minutes control 5 to 6 ideal time 40 minutes. Control 5 missed, ideal time for control 4 to 6 is 60 minutes.

c.  In case of non sequential check in the control wrongly entered will be considered as missed 

d.  Point (a) above will not apply to start, finish and regrouping controls, missing of which would be exclusion.


The official odometer is calibrated at _____ for 2.05kms. The details of the exact starting and finish points can be had from Sportscraft office.
16.1.10  No early penalties will be levied at the finish.

16.1.11  The maximum lateness, i.e. lateness over and above ideal time will be specified for each part. Exceeding this i.e. ideal time plus maximum permitted lateness may lead to exclusion. The competitors however are advised to carry on even if they have exceeded this time limit as this lateness may be extended due to unforeseen circumstances. Please therefore carry on till an official informs you that you are excluded.

16.1.12  This is a non-cumulative rally i.e. the checking in time at a control is the starting time (check out time) for the next control. The time will be calculated from control to control and time lost or gained between the two controls will not be adjusted.

16.2  B. PASSAGE  CONTROL:


These may be established at various places in order to ensure that competitors cover the correct route. At these passage controls, Time Cards will be signed by the Official but no time recorded.

ARTICLE 17
PARC FERME
17.1  There will be no parc ferme after the finish.

ARTICLE 18
TIE BREAKERS


In the event of a tie:

1) In case the tie is not resolved, the competitor with the greater number of sections completed with zero penalties shall be declared the winner of the position which is tied. If they are still tied or if none of them has completed any section with zero penalties then the competitor with the greater number of sections completed with one penalty point shall be declared the winner of the tied position. If the tie is still not resolved then the competitor with the greater number of sections completed with two penalty points will be the winner and so on.

ARTICLE 19
PROTEST AND APPEALS
