2.4  RIGHTS & OBLIGATIONS OF THE ORGANISERS

2.4.1  The organisers may issue any bulletin to participants at any time. Written bulletins when issued shall be signed by each participant as proof of receipt and shall have the same legal force as these supplementary regulations. All bulletins will be communicated, via dated and sequentially numbered bulletins. These bulletins shall have the force and will constitute an integral part of these regulations and will be posted at Meet HQ. As far as possible the bulletins shall be brought to the notice of the individual participant. However, it is the responsibility of the participant to acquaint themselves with the bulletins posted at the official notice boards.

2.4.2  ALTERATION TO THE SUPPLEMENTARY REGULATIONS.


No alteration shall be made to the Supplementary Regulations after commencement of the period for receiving entries unless:

i)  The FMSCI and all competitors already entered voluntarily agree to the alteration, or
ii)  The Stewards of the Meeting so decide for reasons of safety or force majeure (Art.66 of the Sporting Code of the FMSCI)

iii)  No document, including Final Supplementary Regulations, relating to the provisions contained in the Supplementary Regulations shall be issued or published without the approval of the FMSCI.

2.4.3  The Stewards of the Meet are empowered to take a decision on any case not covered by the present regulations.

2.4.4  The organisers may at their discretion abandon, cancel or postpone the Meet, in case of unforeseen circumstances as per Art.60 of the Sporting Code of the FMSCI.

2.4.5  The organisers and/or the Clerk of the Course reserve the right to delete and/or change any part of the route should they deem it necessary or expedient at any time or due to FORCE MAJEURE or for any other reason.

2.4.6  The organisers reserve the right to refuse entry of any entrant or participant without having to give reason for their refusal, after getting prior approval from the FMSCI

2.4.7  The organisers may in their absolute discretion, amalgamate inferior classes with superior classes, as and when they deem it necessary according to the entries received. Each class or amalgamated classes shall include at least six starters.

2.4.8  The organisers and/or Clerk of the Course may appoint Judges of Fact. All the time control marshals at the restart are nominated as judges of fact for judging jump or false start.

ARTICLE 3
GENERAL CONDITIONS
3.1  GENERALITIES

3.1.1  Status: The Top Gear Gulf Oil Enduro is a National Event with participation of international riders by invitation.
3.1.2  The interpretations of these regulations and decisions regarding any unforeseen circumstances shall rest with the Stewards of the Meet.

3.1.3  The FMSCI Permit Number is : TBA

3.2  ROUTE

3.2.1 Top Gear Gulf Oil Enduro is a sporting event staged over Rocky and Sandy terrain and is designed to prove the endurance of the riders, and the resistance of their machines. The competition will take place over two days.

3.2.2 The reconnaissance lap will take place on Thursday 15th December 2005.


The entire course including the special test will be completed. The break up of the route as well as the Time Controls, Special tests sections, Convoy sections are described in the Road book.

3.2.3 1st Day of Event – Will have 5 special test sections, over Rocky Terrain.

3.2.4 2nd Day of Event - Will have 4 special test sections, over Sandy Terrain / Sand dunes.

3.2.5 All the transport over Public Roads will be in a convoy, after the Lead Car.

3.3  ENTRANTS ELIGIBILITY:

3.3.1  Any person/legal entity over 18 years of age may enter this Meet.  
3.3.2  Every rider should be a holder of a currently valid Civil Riding Licence and FMSCI FULL competition licence or their FMN licence.
3.3.3  Only one rider will be permitted on each Motorcycle i.e. no pillion rider is permitted

3.3.4  The enduro consists of two one-day runs each day constitutes in a test in itself. Only those competitors completing the two runs can be considered having finished the enduro.

3.3.5  There is a Team competition consisting of 4 Members.  The team must have a valid FMSCI Team Entrant License.
3.3.6  Only the team finishing the enduro with at least one rider will be taken into consideration for the final results.

3.3.7  The four motorcycles of each team must conform to Article 28 of these SRs and belong to at least 2 different classes.

3.4  MOTORCYCLES - ELIGIBILITY:

3.4.1  All motorcycles must be individually licensed for the road.

3.4.2  This event is open to motorcycle in Group B as per the NCR for Two Wheelers Volume II effective 1st July 2002 together with all amendments. 
3.4.3.1 Any type of fuel is permitted provided it complies with article 3.3 page 15 of NCR Volume II effective 1st July 2002.

3.5  ENTRIES :

3.5.1  Entries may be made forthwith but must be in the hands of the organisers with the appropriate entry fees as per programme. (Art.1.1.)

3.5.2  Entry forms which are not complete, except as permitted by these regulations or which are not accompanied with the appropriate fee may be kept as a reserve entry or rejected.

3.5.3  No amendments may be made to the entry form, which has been submitted, except in the cases provided for in the present regulations.

3.5.4  By the very fact of signing the entry form, the entrant as well as the rider submit and bind themselves to resort only to the NCR and to the jurisdiction specified in the NCR and prescriptions of these regulations.

3.5.5  Any entry may be submitted by telegram provided it is received before the time mentioned above for closure of entries and the entry form with the entry fee is despatched simultaneously.

3.5.6  An entry form which contains false and/or incorrect statements shall be deemed null and void and the entrant may be deemed guilty of breach of the NCR of the FMSCI and these regulations and the entry fee may be forfeited and the entrant Excluded from the Meet

All remittance must be payable to Sportscraft, payable at Mumbai and all bank drafts, postal orders, money orders must be crossed as A/c Payee only. The Organisers reserve the right not to accept any cheque. Entry fee can also be paid in cash.

3.6.2 Entry Fee includes:

a) Hotel Stay with breakfast – on triple sharing basis – from 14th December to noon of18th December 2005.

b) Food voucher – worth Rs. 100/- per day- from 14th noon to 18th noon.
c) Dinner at Prize distribution function.

d) Light refreshments / snacks during the days of the competition.  

e) One litre of Gulf oil. 

f) Give aways from the various sponsors.

Please note: That organisers will provide the stay only for the participants in a pre – fixed hotel. However, if the participant desires to stay in a different hotel, he may do so at his own expense and the organisers will not be liable to compensate them in any way on this account.

Also please note, that any competitor who is found to be not eligible during pre event scrutiny or is not able to take the start from 15th December onwards, each day, will cease to avail the food and room benefits

3.6.3     Entry fee will be refunded by the Organisers only in the following circumstances:

1.  If entry is not accepted.

2.  If a ‘Reserved Entry’ is finally not permitted to take part in the event.

3.  If the event is cancelled.

Non submission of Photographs and / or letter of authority (where applicable) or other relevant documents by relevant date will incur a fine of Rs. 250/-


3.7
DETAILS OF THE MEET:

3.7.1  A minimum of six starters is required to constitute a class. The organisers reserve the right to merge a lower class with a higher class should the number of starters in any case be insufficient.

3.7.2  A maximum of 60 motorcycles on 1st come basis will be permitted to start, however  from these 10 entries will be reserved for foreign invitees. Entries received in excess of this number (reserve entry) will be permitted to compete provided any of the accepted competitors withdraw or become disqualified to participate for any reasons. The reserve entry accepted will be on ‘First come basis after the permitted 60 motorcycles for the event.

4.1.1
The starting area is considered as “Parc Fermé” concerning access and 
assistance.

4.1.2 It is not permitted to work on the motorcycle in the starting area. The penalty for doing so is disqualification. 
4.1.4

Any rider caught smoking in the starting area will be disqualified (or other penalties given as provided for in the FIM Disciplinary and Arbitration Code).

No assistance may be given in the starting area. The penalty for breaking this rule is disqualification from the event or may be decided by the Jury.

4.1.7
It is forbidden to start the engine of the motorcycle in the waiting zone of the starting area. 
The penalty for doing so is disqualification from the event as may be decided by the Jury.

4.1.8
It is also forbidden to start the engine on the starting line before the starting signal is given. The penalty for doing so is 1 minute.

4.1.9 No persons, other than those listed in Art. 30.4 are allowed into the starting area.

The Starting order shall be as follows:
The riders will be drawn by draw of lots in their respective classes. They will start class by class, in their respective classes with the higher ‘CC’ motorcycles first.

ARTICLE 5


PREPARATIONS FOR START

Each morning before the event, riders will be allowed to enter the Parc Fermé five minutes before their starting times for the sole purpose of moving their motorcycles, by hand only, to the exit of the Parc Fermé and to enter into the starting area. No work of any kind can be carried out on the motorcycle in the Parc Fermé or in the starting area, under penalty of disqualification from the event (or other penalties given as provided for in the FIM Disciplinary and Arbitration Code).

A clock with the official time will be installed at the entrance/exit of the Parc Fermé.

ARTICLE 6              
  START

 6.1
At the beginning of each day's run, the starting signal will be given at the exact time a rider is due to start. Within one minute after the starting signal has been 
given, the rider 
must have started his engine at the starting line and crossed 
another line 20 metres from the starting line using the power of the engine.

6.2
If a rider is not on the starting line when the signal to start is given, he will not be penalised as long as he brings his motorcycle to the starting line, starts the 
engine, and crosses the second line within one minute after the signal for his 
start was given. Riders arriving more than one minute late at the starting line will be penalised 1 minute per minute late. The minute in which the riders arrive at the start line will be considered as the new 
start time and before the minute expires, they must observe the start procedure under Art. 6.1. Riders more than 15 minutes late will be disqualified from the event and not allowed to start.

6.3
All motorcycles must be started by the kick-start or other starting devices, 
mechanical or electrical. It is not permitted to rotate any driving road-wheel. 
Should the engine stop before the motorcycle has crossed the second line, the rider 
has to restart it and cross the second line within one minute after the signal to start was given, in order not to be penalised. A rider not crossing the 20 
metre line within one minute after his starting signal has been given will be penalised by 10 seconds 

6.4
A rider who has been penalised for not starting his engine and crossing the 20 metre line within one minute may then start his motorcycle any way he desires, but must 
cross the starting line before proceeding on the route.

6.5
A rider who does not succeed in starting his machine or whose machine stops in the 
area between the starting line and the 20 metre line must not return to the starting 
area. He must push his motorcycle in the driving direction and cross the 20 metre line in order not to hinder other participants.
6.6      When the case of a rider is under discussion and he wishes to start, he will not 
be prevented from so doing provided his machine has been held in the Parc 
Fermé as per the regulations, except for reasons of safety. The rider loses his right to start only after confirmation of his disqualification from the event by the FMSCI Jury.

6.7 
     Two riders will start simultaneously, on the 1st day of the event, at one-minute interval.

6.8      Four riders will start simultaneously, on the 2nd day of the event, at one – minute interval.

6.9
A space of 5 minutes will be respected between the last rider of a class and the 
first rider of the following class.

ARTICLE 7



ENTRANTS OBLIGATIONS
7.1
Riders licences / vehicle documents.

7.1.1
  Every rider should be holder of a currently valid riding licence and FMSCI Full Competition      Licence/
Driving Licences, registration, valid insurance and taxation books for motorcycle must be produced for inspection to the secretary of the meet before pre-event scrutiny.

7.1.2 A letter of authorisation for use of the motorcycle must be produced from the entrant in case he          is not the rider.

7.1.3 If the entrant is not the competitor, the rider nominated on the entry form shall be 
deemed to   be his agent, whenever an entrant or competitor is referred to in these regulations.

7.1.4 The Clerk of the Course or his nominated official will report immediately to the Stewards         who will exclude a competitor from the event who is deemed unfit for reasons of health or consumption of alcohol or drugs.
7.2 
MACHINE AND EQUIPMENT

7.2.1 In case of FORCE MAJEURE a change of Motorcycle within the class may be 
permitted upto the moment of scrutineering provided an application is made in writing with a full explanation of the circumstances to the organisers whose decision is final. This change will be subject to the payment of an additional fee of Rs.300/-.

7.2.2 All machines must have permanent metal ball ends on the handle bar levers.

7.2.3 Footrests must be secured.

7.2.4 Throttles controls - for all types of two wheelers including sprinter, throttle controls must be        self-closing when not held by hand.

7.2.5 Secure mudguards are a must over both wheels and should preferably be of 
plastic or fibreglass. PLEASE NOTE THAT THESE ARE IN ADDITION TO 
THE NCR

7.2.6 Riding gear requirements :

A)  Crash helmets are compulsory. These should be either of ISI or international standards and should be of sound condition and fit properly. Straps to be used to fasten the helmet.

B)  Shoes of any tough material are necessary.

C)  Full Gloves are compulsory.

D)  Goggles/Spectacles if worn should be of a non-splinterable material.

E)  No hard object to be carried in the pocket or on the person whilst competing.

F)  Riding gear of thick cord, cotton denim or fire resistant materials are compulsory. The decision of the scrutineer is final.

G)  Full length sleeves are compulsory

H)  Please note that the decision of the scrutineer on riding gear is final and the riding gear will be subject of Scrutiny along with the vehicle at the same time. It is necessary for all competitors to come with complete riding gear for pre-event scrutiny.

7.2.7 
It is mandatory for every participant to carry First Aid Kit.

This will have to be presented for inspection during scrutiny.

ARTICLE 8



PRE AND POST EVENT SCRUTINY
8.1 Pre event scrutiny: At Rajputana Palace, Panch Batti Circle, Airport Road, Jodhpur.

8.1.1 The onus of ensuring that a vehicle is in accordance with the classification specified in the entry form rests entirely with the entrant/competitor. Should scrutiny reveal that the entrant/competitor has made a false declaration in the entry form concerning the class of vehicle, he will be liable for DISQUALIFICATION from the event



At all times during the event, a rider will be responsible for keeping his machine in 




conformity with the rules.

8.1.2 
The Officials must control, at each time check, one or more marked parts on every machine.

8.1.3  
If any marking is missing or if a doubt exists, the officials in charge at the time check will mark the part concerned with a different colour paint or with a non removable sticker and at the final control of the day, the Clerk of the Course will examine the machine and submit a report to the Jury, on the action taken.

8.1.4  
Each machine shall be in a perfect condition to the satisfaction of the Technical Steward. 

8.1.5 
 For entering into the parc fermé, the motorcycles must be in a good condition for their normal use on the public roads with both tyres correctly fitted.

8.1.6  
The bodies or officials concerned can disqualify from the event at any time during the event a motorcycle, the construction or condition of which is considered to be or may become a source of danger.

8.1.7          Any Rider / Team taking part in the rally must report at scrutineering with its full crew, riding gear and vehicle on 14th November 2005 according to the time table below. Please note that registration table for documentation will be in operation half an hour before the scrutiny time mentioned below: i.e. the time mentioned below is the time when the motorcycle has to be presented at the scrutiny bay after the documentation.

8.1.7.1     A penalty of Rs. 100/- on every 5 minutes late, from the reporting time, will incur on the rider.

8.2
Post event scrutiny:

8.2.1
The organisers reserve the right to dismantle any vehicle for the purpose of scrutiny or examination, the cost of which both the spares and labour, will have to be borne by the competitor. The organisers also reserve the right to have the 
actual scrutiny carried out the next day, or as early as possible. It is necessary 
that the rider, of the vehicle to be scrutinised, be available near his vehicle at all 
times, especially if the vehicle has to be driven to a place of scrutiny. Please note that the machines may be driven only in an official convoy or if the scrutineering official is present.

8.2.2
Any dismantling will be the responsibility of the competitor and work must be started within 30 minutes of notification to the entrant or rider by the technical steward that dismantling is required. Failure to commence dismantling within this time may entail DISQUALIFICATION from the event 

ARTICLE 9     


RESULTS
9.1 For individual classification, the time obtained for each stage of a special test will be considered. The rider with the lowest time in a stage will be placed first and so on. The points allocated will be as per the table below. The rider with the maximum points after the 2 day event will be classified as the winner.

The riders disqualified from the event by the Clerk of the Course can proceed as stated under 
 points 1, 2 and 3 above and wait for the confirmation by the FMSCI Jury (see  Art. 6.6).

In case of ties in the results at the end of a day, the riders concerned will each 
receive the points to be awarded for this place, and the next classified rider will 
receive the points according to his position.

Provisional results will be put up on the official notice board as soon as possible after the completion of the event. The protest period is within 30 
minutes after the posting of the provisional results.

TIE BREAKER
A tie at the end of the Enduro will be decided by the majority of the best placing. If a further tie exists, it will be decided in the following order by the better placing in the last, in the last but one, or in the last but two results, etc
ARTICLE 10



ACQUAINTANCE WITH AND SUBMISSION TO RULES 

10.1
Each person, body, group of person, shall by and upon entering for competition, 
lodging any appeal to the FMSCI set up under the NCR of the FMSCI, will be deemed to have:

a)  Made themselves acquainted with and unconditionally accepted the provisions of the 
NCR       of the FMSCI and 

b)  Submitted themselves without reserve to the consequences resulting from these rules and any subsequent alteration thereof and

c)  Renounced, under the pain of disqualification, the right to have recourse without the written consent of the FMSCI to any arbitrator or tribunal not provided for in the NCR. All competitors, entrants must also expressly agree and undertake not to agitate, litigate or seek the direction of a Court of Law, except in the manner provided for by the NCR of the FMSCI, on any matter or question directly concerning or relating to the Meet, commencing from the submission of entries up to the conclusion of the Meet, declaration of and distribution of prizes and including any difference in time registered by different time-keeping devices. 



These are the conditions precedent, attached to the submission of entries, and 
taking 
part in the Meet and all entrants, riders, competitors of all motorcycles participating 
in the meet shall be bound by them and also the Rules and Regulations  hereinafter                  

                    set out or amendments made thereto.

ARTICLE 11



NON LIABILITY OF AND INDEMNITY TO THE ORGANISERS
11.1
Non liability
a)  The organisers decline liability for any act/or omission resulting in any loss, damage, injury or accident caused by or competitors and the competing motorcycles and/or the 
person or property of a third party either before, during or after the event. The organisers, the FMSCI., the sponsors, the FIM, and the Govt. of India also decline any liability for breach of the Laws and Regulations of  India. Competitors shall be held entirely responsible for any accident or breach of the Laws in which they may be involved and shall declare to the organisers particulars of any incident from which liability may arise and shall indemnify the Organisers, the FMSCI, the FIM, the sponsors and the Govt. of India in regard to any liability. An entrant, rider, competitor, participant, crew member, agent shall have no claim against the organisers, the FMSCI, sponsors and the Govt .of India arising out of any action of the organisers, their servants or agents or officials during the Rally.

11.2
Declaration and insurance


All competitors must sign the indemnity and declaration which are printed on the reverse of the Entry Form which are:

a)  I have read the regulations issued for this event and agree to be bound by them. In consideration of the acceptance of the entry of this motorcycle I agree to save harmless and keep indemnified the Government of India, the FMSCI, the FIM, Sportscraft, Sponsors and their officials, agents, representatives, employees and all persons assisting them in this event and all owners and tenants of private property traversed from and against all actions, claims, costs, expenses and demands in respect of death or injury to myself or any other person or persons or loss or damage to any property including the motorcycle concerned in this event or otherwise howsoever and notwithstanding that the same may have been contributed to or occasioned by the negligence of FMSCI, Sportscraft and their officials, agents, representatives, employees and all persons assisting them in this event.      


The indemnity shall be binding on my heirs, executors, administrator and legal representatives.

b)  I declare that the rider possess the standard of competence necessary for an event of this type to which this entry relates, also that the motorcycle entered is suitable and road worthy for the event. I agree and undertake to abide by the rules and regulations framed for this event including the conditions precedent set out therein and all other Rules and Regulations, which may hereinafter be framed.


c)  The insurance of each competing motorcycle against Third Party risk is compulsory as per the laws in India and must be obtained by the competitor. Proof will be required prior to the closing of entries.

d)  ENTRANT/RIDER’S ATTENTION IS PARTICULARLY DRAWN TO THE FACT THAT NORMAL INSURANCE POLICIES ISSUED IN INDIA DOES NOT PROVIDE COVER FOR MOTORSPORT. Every rider is required to obtain a Personal Accident Benefit Insurance including hospitalisation benefit Plan A for minimum of Rs.100, 000/-. He / She will have to produce a proof of such insurance at pre-event scrutiny. Without such proof the competitor will not be permitted to start.

e)  Under the laws of India any accident out of which a claim may arise should be reported to the nearest police station

f)  Under No circumstances will any competitor, crew member, marshal or official admit any liability or sign any form or paper which may admit or indicate liability of the organisers in any accident or incident which may arise.

ARTICLE 12



BRIEFING MEETING

A competitors briefing meeting will be held at Rajputana Palace at 1800 hrs on the 14th December 2005. Failure to attend this meeting may mean DISQUALIFICATION from the event. An attendance register will be maintained.  It is the onus of the participants to ensure that they sign the attendance register.
ARTICLE  13


COMPETITION NUMBERS
13.1 Three Competition number stickers and the number ponchos will be supplied by the organisers during the Pre Event Scrutiny on 14th December 2004.

13.2  The stickers will be oval in shape of size 10” in height and 12” in width. Hence 3 plates – 2 on the sides and 1 – in the front should be firmly secured and fixed, prior to the documentation for the placement of these stickers.

13.3 Competition numbers will be the same as the starting order numbers and will be stuck on the        motorcycles as follows:


a) one in the front

b)  one each on the two sides.

13.4  During the event, if any competition number sticker is missing a penalty of Rs. 250 will be imposed, subject however that any motorcycle must at all times have at least one sticker. If no stickers are displayed then the Stewards may impose penalties upto disqualification from the event. 

13.5  Number Ponchos are compulsory. If competitors are found without number poncho’s they may be disqualified from the event.

13.6  COMPULSORY ADVERTISING BY THE ORGANISERS

a)  1 rectangular Top Gear / event sticker on left side – size – 10”X3”.
b)  1 rectangular Gulf Oil / event sticker on right side – size – 10”X3”.
c)   2 circular stickers of both the above companies.
d)  1 rectangular sportscraft sticker.
e)  Advertisements of other products which are competing products with our sponsors / co-sponsors will not be permitted.
ARTICLE 14


PUBLICITY
a)  Advertising on competing motorcycle is allowed provided that:

1.  Only paint stickers or transfers are used.

2.  Any instructions issued by the organisers are observed.

b)  Advertising must not be of a political, obscene or insulting nature and must be in good taste and not conflict with the motorcycle official rally numbers in such a way as to prevent recognition by officials or Marshals.

c)  Even after the event the competitors may collectively and individually be held responsible for any advertisement infringing this Article.

ARTICLE 15



TIME CARD

15.1 A Time Card will be issued to the rider at the entry of the Parc Ferme of each special test sections. Responsibility for the Card rests solely with the rider until it is handed back to an official or Marshal.

15.2 In the Time Card, following details will be given.


I) 
Competition Number


ii) 
Name of the rider

iii) Make of the Motorcycle

iv)  Registration number of Motorcycle.

v) Time of entry in the Parc Ferme.


iv)   Start Time 


v) 
  Finish Time


The specimen sample of time/control card of will be displayed on notice board so that the riders could make the appropriate arrangement to carry it & protect it from the rain, as it is the responsibility of the rider to preserve the time card.

15.3 At every control, the rider must ensure that the Marshal signs the time card and furthermore (except at Passage Control) that time is entered therein. The absence of a signature from any control or the failure to hand in the Time Card at any control (time or passage) will result in disqualification from the event.

15.4 Competitors are themselves responsible for the presentation or collection of the Time Card at the various controls and for the accuracy of the entries in the Time Card. The Time Card must remain on board the motorcycle for the duration of the event and must be presented personally by the competitor at all the control points.

15.5 Officials are permitted to modify an entry, which they have made but in such case they must score out the original entry and replace it by a completely new one, which must be re-authenticated by a further signature. Any entry which appears to have been tampered with may be deemed not to have been made and may result in disqualification from the event for the competitor.

15.6 A competitor losing his Time Card or not having it completely and correctly filled in will be disqualified.

15.7 The Time Card is the property of the Organisers and upon retirement for any reason whatsoever MUST be returned to the Organisers without delay.

15.8 At every control, the rider must ensure that the time is also entered in the Marshals Register. This must be signed by the competitor. In case of any difference in the time recorded on the Marshal’s sheet and 
the Time Card, the time recorded  on the Marshal’s Sheet is final.

15.9 The onus of ensuring that the correct time is entered rests solely with the competitor.

15.10 In case of difference in time noted on the Time Card and the Marshal’s Register, the time noted on the Marshal’s Register is final.

ARTICLE 16

TIME CHECKS


16.1
The control of the event is done at the time checks, which are defined between the yellow flags and a line situated 2m after the end of the control table. This area is 
considered as a “Parc Fermé” concerning access and assistance.

16.2
Time checks will be set up:

(a) At the exit of the starting area. 

(b) At the finish of each Special test sectors.

(c) At the entrance to the Parc Fermé. 

(d) At certain points selected by the organiser.

ARTICLE 17



ROUTE CHART
17.1.1 Each competitor will be issued a Route Chart during the briefing meeting on 14th December 2005 at Rajputana Palace. 

The Route Chart will have the description of stages and the flow to be followed during the event. The break up of the route, as well as its time controls, Special tests sections are described in the route chart. 
17.1.2 Competitors must report at every control in the order and direction in which they have been scheduled by the organisers. Any infringement will entail disqualification from the event

17.2
 SPECIAL TESTS (ST)

17.2.1
The riders will have the possibility of getting to know the course in advance by walking around it, and/or riding during the reconnaissance lap or on the first lap, untimed. Any infringement of this rule, in advance of the timed test, will lead to disqualification from the event (or other penalties given as provided for in the FIM Disciplinary and Arbitration Code).

17.2.2
The decision to time the ST in the first lap or not will be taken by the Clerk of Course.

17.2.3
Outside assistance on ST, except that given by organisation officials who are identified by a bib or ID tags, is not authorised. The penalty for the non-respect of this rule is a time penalty equal to the worst time made in the special test to which will be added 5 minutes. 

17.2.4
It is forbidden for riders, assistants, mechanics, managers, Jury delegates, etc. (except 
the organiser for security reasons) to modify the course of a timed test.

17.2.5
The rider who would benefit from the modification, will be penalised by 1 minute 
minimum added to his time realised in the test.

17.2.6
The start will be as per Article 4 & Article 6 of this Supplementary Regulations.

17.2.7
The time of the test is registered when the rider crosses the flying finish line.

17.2.8

The rider must cross the flying finish and must stop at the finish control which will be at least 30 mtrs away from the flying finish line. 


17.2.12
The classification of riders in the tests and different classes will be calculated on the basis of achieved times.

17.2.13
A rider who involuntarily leaves the test course and does not re-enter at the point at which he left it can be penalised 5 minutes which will be added to his achieved time.

17.2.14
The rider who voluntarily leaves the test course or short-cuts the track can be disqualified from the event or as may be decided by the FMSCI Jury.

ARTICLE 18 
FINAL EXAMINATION

18.1
At the final examination, or within 30 minutes later, one or more engines of the 
motorcycles having finished the competition may be examined.

18.2

The dismantling must start within 30 minutes following the notification. If this fails to 
happen, the rider will be disqualified from the event or as may be decided by the FMSCI Jury.

18.3
If any engine is found to exceed the maximum capacity of the class in which it was 
entered, the rider concerned will be disqualified from the event.

ARTICLE 19



INFRINGEMENT

19.1
a) Traffic laws and speed limits must be strictly observed.

b)  
The Laws in India require that anyone involved in a notifiable accident must stop and report it to the nearest police station without delay. If involved competitors MUST comply. Competitors arriving on the scene of an accident should:

1.  If it is at all serious, be morally obliged to give help (including carrying an injured person and must report it to the next control)

2.  If it is not serious, decide whether or not to give help but in any case report the accident to the next control.  

19.2
All service cars used in the event must be registered with organisers, on or before 2.00pm on 14th December 2005. For up to three service vehicles per competitor, the organiser will provide free of cost 4 or 5 service stickers per service car which must be affixed one each on the bonnet, front doors on both sides and on top of the front windscreen on the passenger side and possibly the boot.


Should a competitor wish to register more than three service vehicles, the balance service vehicles will be issued service stickers on payment of a registration fee of Rs.300/- per extra vehicle.


The registration number and the corresponding sticker number of the service vehicle will be noted along with the competition number of the competitor(s) using the service vehicle in a register, which will be maintained by the organisers.

19.2.1
Any competitor found to be receiving service from a vehicle not registered under Article 19.2 will be fined upto Rs.5000/- for each infringement.

ARTICLE 20



COMPETITOR’S CONDUCT

a)  Competitors must at all times observe the Traffic Laws of India and must ride and conduct themselves in a manner which does not endanger other road users or bring the sport into disrepute or arouse any adverse public opinion. Any competitor who is found to have behaved in contravention of this paragraph may at the sole discretion of the Stewards be disqualified from the event or be liable to pay a fine of a sum not exceeding Rs.500/-.

b)  All competitors must allow a competing motorcycle that wishes to overtake to do so. Any competing motorcycle behind and signalling its wish to overtake must be waved on even if it means slowing down or halting to allow this. Infringement of this Article will be reported to the Stewards of the Meeting who are empowered to impose a penalty ranging from one minute up to a maximum of 30 minutes for each infringement or to exclude the competitor from the event.

c)  Competitors are forbidden under pain of disqualification from the event to behave in an unsporting manner.
ARTICLE 21



EVENT
21.1
GENERAL PRESCRIPTIONS

a)  Repairs and refuelling are permitted only at dedicated service areas.
b)  All official times used during the event will be Indian Standard time expressed in accordance with the 24 hours clock.


Hours and minutes will be shown thus e.g.22.01


The official rally time will be as per the Indian Standard Time. Time is set with the master clock at the start.

c)  Competitors, team managers, service crew personnel, must at all times obey the instructions of event officials. For any infringement of this article the Organisers may at their sole discretion levy a fine for each infringement or with the permission of the Stewards disqualify from the event the concerned competitor.

d)  No motorcycle may be moved other than by its own power by a competitor except:

1.  By a ferry

2.  By outside means for the minimum distance necessary to extricate it form difficulty and place it back on the road.

3.  By gravity

4.  By its own crew

ANY INFRINGEMENT MAY ENTAIL EXCLUSION from the event

e)
If the time taken to complete repairs exceeds the maximum permitted lateness allowed 
then the motorcycle will be excluded.

21.2
FINISHER

In order to be classified as a finisher, competitors must:

1.  Check into all control/s in the order and from the direction as set by the organisers.
2.  Pass the finishing line and place the motorcycle in Parc Ferme.
3.  Pay all fines as defined.
ARTICLE 22



CONTROL GENERALITIES

22.1 Controls shall be ready to function approx.20 minutes before the target time for the passage of the first motorcycle. Unless the Clerk of the Course decides, they will cease to operate 30 minutes after the target time plus MPL of the last competitor.
22.2 It is strictly forbidden under the pain of disqualification from the event

1.  To enter a control area from any direction other than that of the event.

2.  To re-cross or re-enter a control once checking in has taken place at this control.
22.3 The stopping time at any control must not exceed the time necessary for carrying out control operations.

22.4 Crews are obliged to follow instructions of the Marshal in charge of any control points. Failure to observe this may lead to disqualification from the event at the discretion of the Stewards of the Meet.

ARTICLE 23

   TIME CONTROL  - FLYING  PASSAGE CONTROL  -  EXCLUSION

The time checks will be indicated by white flags placed on both sides of the track 200 
m before the control table and the 2 yellow flags placed 20 m before the control table. 
These flags will be placed so that they are at all times clearly visible to the riders.

These controls will be established in between the stages. The riders are not required to stop. The officials at these controls will note the competition numbers of the bikes passing, to ensure that the riders have gone on the correct route and no short cuts taken.

ARTICLE 24

PROCEDURE AT TIME CHECKS

The timekeeping must be carried out in conformity with Art. 21.1 (b). A clock 
synchronised with the time check clock will be positioned at the yellow flag located 20 metres before the control table. After the rider has passed the yellow flag with his 
motorcycle, he must immediately present his time card to the control table or on 
request of an official. The arrival time at the time check is the time the front wheel of the motorcycle has crossed the line marked by the 2 yellow flags. Riders are forbidden 
to stop between the yellow flags and the control table and will be penalised for so 
doing, 1 minute in addition to any other time penalties.

ARTICLE 25 
CALCULATION OF TIME CHECK PENALTIES

Each section between time checks constitutes a test in itself. Riders who do not respect 
the time permitted between one time check and the next, will be penalised 1 minute per 
minute early or late arrival according to the time check clock.

ARTICLE 27


REGROUPING

27.1
Regrouping controls may be set up along the route. Their entry and exit controls shall 
be subject to the general rules governing controls.

27.2 The purpose of these regroupings will be to reduce the intervals, which may 
occur 
between crews as a result of late arrivals and/or retirement. Thus the 
starting time 
from the regrouping control and not its duration must be taken 
into account. 
However, the regrouping controls may provide for the mandatory rest period.

ARTICLE 30                    PARC FERME
30.1
The Parc Fermé is enclosed and fenced in to prevent unauthorised persons from entering. Its limits are clearly marked out and supervised by a sufficient number of officials to ensure that only authorised persons enter or have access to the machines. It has one clearly marked entrance And one exit which leads to the “starting area.

30.2
Access to any Parc Fermé is forbidden to everyone except the Jury 
members, certain officials designated for duty, and riders who wish to park or take out their motorcycles. 
After checking in at the time check just before the Parc Fermé, the rider must stop the 
engine and push his motorcycle into the Parc Fermé without delay.

30.3
While proceeding from the time check to the Parc Fermé, it is forbidden to 
refuel or make any repairs on the motorcycle. Riders failing to comply with 
either of these requirements will be disqualified from the event or other penalties given as 
provided for in the FIM Disciplinary and Arbitration Code.

30.4
Access to the starting area is strictly forbidden to anybody except for the Jury 
members, the Jury delegates, especially designated officials and the 
riders assembling at the start at the exit of the Parc Fermé.

30.5
In the Parc Fermé, it is forbidden for a rider, under penalty of disqualification from the event (or other 
penalties given as provided for in the FIM Disciplinary and Arbitration Code) from the meeting:

to touch the machine of any other rider;

to touch his own machine except to push it in or out of the Parc Fermé;

to start the engine.

Any rider caught smoking in a Parc Fermé will be excluded from the event

The machines in the Parc Fermé must not be covered in any manner and must be 
equipped with a side-stand.

Repairs or refuelling are forbidden in Parc Ferme except washing of lights, rally plates and advertisements.

30.9 The vehicle may be presented by a representative of the entrant, at the start Parce Farme. As soon as a motorcycle has been parked in Parc Farme the crew will leave the Parc Farme and no unauthorised person will be allowed to enter.

30.10 
Crews will be allowed to re-enter a Parc Ferme 10 minutes before their 
schedule time of departure.

30.11 The starting area will be operational at least 90 minutes before the start of the 
event. 
All competitors must check their vehicles into the start Parc Ferme not 
later than 60 
minutes before the start of the event. Non-compliance may 
result in not being allowed 
to start.

30.12
Any infringement of parc ferme regulations may result in exclusion from the event at the 
discretion of the Stewards of the Meeting

ARTICLE 31



STOPPAGE

31.1     If any event is stopped prematurely by the FMSCI Jury, it cannot be re-run.
