2.4
RIGHTS & OBLIGATIONS OF THE ORGANISERS
2.4.1  The Organisers may issue any additional bulletins or amendment to the present and/or any subsequent regulations and/or written instructions to the competitors at any time. Written instructions, when issued shall be signed by competitor or entrant as proof of receipt and will have the same legal force as this regulation. 4.7 VEHICLE AND EQUIPMENT

4.7.1 4 vehicles – equally prepared will be lined up. Every rider will select his respective vehicle as per the draw, which will take place before the start of the event each day.

4.7.2  RIDING GEAR

4.7.2.1  HELMETS ARE COMPULSORY. These should be either of ISI or International Standards. These should be in a sound condition and fitted properly.

4.7.2.2 Calf length or ankle leather boots are compulsory.

4.7.2.3 Full length leather gloves in sound condition are compulsory.

4.7.2.4 Goggles / Spectacles if worn must be of non-splinter able and non-inflammatory type.

4.7.2.5 A riding gear of thick cord/denim is compulsory.

ARTICLE 6
CONDITIONS PRECEDENT

6.1  Acquaintance and submission to rules: Each person, body, group of persons shall by and upon entering for competition, lodging any appeal to the FMSCI set up under the NCR of the FMSCI will be deemed to have :

a)  Made themselves acquainted with and unconditionally accepted the provision of the NCR of the FMSCI and

b)  submitted themselves without reserve to the consequences resulting from these rules and any subsequent alterations thereof and

c)  renounced, under pain of disqualification, the right to have recourse without the written consent of the FMSCI to any arbitrator or tribunal not provided for in the NCR. All competitors, entrants must also expressly agree and undertake not to agitate, litigate or seek the direction of the Court of Law, except in the manner provided for by the NCR of the FMSCI on any matter or 

question directly concerning or relating to the meet, commencing from the submission of entries upto the conclusion of the meet, declaration of and distribution of prizes and including any differences in time registered by different time keeping devices. These are the conditions precedent, attached to the submission of entries and taking part in the Meet and all entrants competitors of all vehicle participating in the meet shall be bound by them and also the Rules and Regulations hereinafter set out or amendments made thereto.

ARTICLE 7
NON-LIABILITY OF AND INDEMNITY TO THE EVENT ORGANISERS

7.1  NON-LIABILITY :


The event Organisers decline liability for any act / or omission resulting in any loss, damage, injury or accident caused by or to competitors and the competing vehicle and / or the person or property of a third party either before, during or after the meet / meets. The Organisers, the FMSCI and the Government of India also decline any liability for breach of the laws and regulations of India, competitors shall be held entirely responsible for any accident or breach of the laws in which they may be involved and shall declare to the Organisers particulars of any incident from which liability may arise and shall indemnify the Organisers, the FMSCI and the Government of India in regard to any liability. An entrant, rider, competitor, participant, crew member, agent shall have to claim against the Organisers, the FMSCI, the sponsor and the Government of India arising out of any action of the Organisers, their servants or agents or agents or officials during the meet / meets.

7.2  DECLARATION

a)  ENTRANTS RIDER’SS’ ATTENTION IS PARTICULARLY DRAWN TO THE FACT THAT NORMAL VEHICLE POLICIES ISSUED IN INDIA DO NOT PROVIDE COVER FOR RACING / MOTOR SPORTS. Please note that the Organisers will be taking out the group insurance policy for competitors and the officials to the tune of Rs.1, 00, 000/- per head with hospitalisation. However if you desire you can obtain additional personal Accident Benefit Insurance including hospitalisation benefit plan A.

b)  Under no circumstance will any Entrant, Competitor, Marshal or Official admit any liability or sign any form of paper which may admit or indicate liability of the Organisers in any accident or incident which may arise.

ARTICLE 8
