RIGHTS & OBLIGATIONS OF THE TECHNICAL ORGANISERS
2.4.1  The Technical Organisers may issue any additional bulletins or amendment to the present and/or any subsequent regulations and/or written instructions to the competitors at any time. Written instructions, when issued shall be signed by competitor or entrant as proof of receipt and will have the same legal force as this regulation. Any person / legal entity may enter this meet.

3.3.2  Every rider should be a holder of a currently valid driving licence and a valid FMSCI competition licence.

3.3.3  An individual and his vehicle can enter only once. To Clarify – a competitor can enter in any One Class and a vehicle can not be shared.

3.4  VEHICLE - ELIGIBILITY  / EVENT
3.4.1
The vehicles falling into the following categories will be eligible for participation in this event.

1. Upto 125 cc – 4 stroke – Group D

2. 126 cc to 250 cc – 4 stroke – Group D

FUEL


The use of the following listed fuels are permitted.

a)  Commercially available fuel with an upper octane rating not bigger than 93.

b)  The use of aromatic or alcoholic fuel is prohibited. Power boosters and Octane boosters are prohibited. Only Air shall be used as an oxiding agent. Nitrous Oxide water injections are prohibited.

3.5  ENTRIES
3.5.1  Entries may be made forthwith but must be in the hands of the Technical Organisers with the appropriate entry fees as indicated in Article 1.1

3.5.2  Entry forms which are not complete, except as permitted by these regulations or which are not accompanied with the appropriate fee may be rejected.

3.5.3  No amendments may be made to the entry form, which has been submitted, except in the cases provided for in the present regulations.

3.5.4  By the very fact of signing the entry form, the entrant as well as the riders submit and bind themselves to resort only to the NCR and to the jurisdiction specified in the NCR and prescriptions of these regulations.

3.5.5  An entry may be submitted by telegram provided it is received before the time mentioned above for closure of entries and the entry form with the entry fee is despatched simultaneously.

ENTRANTS OBLIGATIONS

4.1  Rider’s vehicle documents.

4.1.1  Every rider should be holder of a current valid driving licence and a valid competition licence.

4.1.2  Driving licences, registration, valid insurance and taxation books for machines must be produced for inspection during scrutiny.

4.1.3  A letter of authorisation for use of vehicle must be produced from the owner in case he is not the rider.

4.1.4  If the entrant is not the rider, the rider nominated on the entry form shall be deemed to be his agent, whenever an entrant or competitor is referred to in these regulations, this shall also mean the agents, if appropriate.

4.1.5  The Clerk of the Course or his nominated officials may at their sole discretion exclude a competitor who is deemed unfit for reason of health or consumption of alcohol or drugs.

4.2  
VEHICLE AND EQUIPMENT

4.2.1  Any entrant wishing to enter a vehicle for this event must ensure that, at the date of scrutiny, the vehicle is prepared according to the prescriptions of Group D (Stock vehicle) of the NCR of the FMSCI Volume II effective 1st July 2002 
4.3 RIDING GEAR

4.3.1 HELMETS ARE COMPULSORY. These should be either of ISI or International Standards. These should be in a sound condition and fitted properly. However, the scrutineers will decide on the race worthiness of any helmet.

4.3.2  Calf length or ankle leather boots are compulsory.

4.3.3  Full length leather gloves in sound condition are compulsory.

4.3.4  Goggles / Spectacles if worn must be of non-splinter able and non-inflammatory type.

4.3.5 A riding gear of thick cord/denim is compulsory. Dress regulations should be strictly adhered to during practice, in paddocks and on race day. Violation entails EXCLUSION
4.3.6 The Riding Gear should be presented to the Scrutineer during the Pre – Event Scrutiny.
ARTICLE 5
RESULTS
5.1  Provisional results will be put up on the official notice board as soon as possible after the completion of each course. The protest period is within 30 minutes after the posting of the provisional results.

ARTICLE 6
CONDITIONS PRECEDENT

6.1  Acquaintance and submission to rules: Each person, body, group of persons shall by and upon entering for competition, lodging any appeal to the FMSCI set up under the NCR of the FMSCI will be deemed to have :

a)  Made themselves acquainted with and unconditionally accepted the provision of the NCR of the FMSCI and

b)  submitted themselves without reserve to the consequences resulting from these rules and any subsequent alterations thereof and

c)  renounced, under pain of disqualification, the right to have recourse without the written consent of the FMSCI to any arbitrator or tribunal not provided for in the NCR. All competitors, entrants must also expressly agree and undertake not to agitate, litigate or seek the direction of the Court of Law, except in the manner provided for by the NCR of the FMSCI on any matter or

The Technical Organisers, the FMSCI and the Government of India also decline any liability for breach of the laws and regulations of India, competitors shall be held entirely responsible for any accident or breach of the laws in which they may be involved and shall declare to the Technical Organisers particulars of any incident from which liability may arise and shall indemnify the Technical Organisers, the FMSCI and the Government of India in regard to any liability. An entrant, rider, competitor, participant, crew member, agent shall have to claim against the Technical Organisers, the FMSCI, the sponsor and the Government of India arising out of any action of the Technical Organisers, their servants or agents or agents or officials during the meet / meets.

7.2  DECLARATION


All competitors must sign the indemnity and declaration as made out in the Entry Form.

Please note that the Technical Organisers will be taking out the group insurance policy for competitors and the officials to the tune of Rs.1, 00, 000/- per head with hospitalisation. However if you desire you can obtain additional personal Accident Benefit Insurance including hospitalisation benefit plan A.

c)  Under no circumstance will any Entrant, Competitor, Marshal or Official admit any liability or sign any form of paper which may admit or indicate liability of the Technical Organisers in any accident or incident which may arise.

ARTICLE 8
RIGHTS OF THE TECHNICAL ORGANISERS

A)  In addition to the rights of the Technical Organisers laid down under rule 58 of the NCR of the FMSCI, the Technical Organisers reserve the right to:
